Aad allwho
hate this light, hold up the hirelings that ¢ Micha cryed againft,
and fuch as callfor the Fleece, and cloath themfelves with the
wooll that E2-ki.Jcryed againft, who was in the light and full
of the foirit. Now where the fame lightis made mamfeft, as
was in the Prophets which faw Chrift the light; & the Apofiles
inthe fame light, which gave forth the Scripture, - all the Scri-
pture is witnefled ; and here we are grounded upon' the Pro-
phets , uponthe Apoftles, and Chrilt che corner ftone, i the
eternallight , by which we fee thepriefts: bear rule by their
means now, and feek for their gain from their quarter now,
and are greedy dumb dogs now, - nay; worfe than Balaam, who
loved the wages of unrighteoufnefs, but durft not take it; but
thefe fue men‘at the Law forit : worfe than Siwan Magus who
would hiave bought the fpiric; but thefe fell the letter : this cor-
rupt do&rine hath long reigaed, but now ismademanife(t, and
in this light we fec the hireliugs that Preach peace, but he thac-
puts not 1n their mouths, they prepare war againft him, and by
whichlight,we feeteachers who profeffe chey are fent of Chrift
to be in the feat of the Scribes and Pharifees; and are called of
men Maffers, and have he chicfeft places, going in their long
robes, -

robes, love falutation in the Markess, have the uppermoft feats
at Feafts, dnd under pretence making long Prayers, devouring
widows houfes, which Chrift cryed woe againtt,& fuch we can-
notown asfent of Chrift, nor holdup, forif we thould, we
fhould deny the Scriptures, and hotd up that which Chrift for-
bids ; andif wefhould hold up them who rule by their means,.
we fhould deny Jeremiab to be a trueProphet,who cried againit
fuch ; and if we fiould hold up fuch as cry for gain frcm their
quarter,we fhould denyfcian,who was fent to cryagainft fuch:
and if we (hould hold up fuch as go for gifts and rewards who
love the wages of unrighteoufnefs, we fhou!d deny the Apo-
ftle, who cryed againlt fuch; for the fame light is manifeft,
praifed be the Lord God,by whichthey are feen,and cannot be
owned, but muft be denied, asthey were bythe prophets, by
Chrift, by the Hpoftles; and if we fhould hold up fuchthat fay,
Revelations are ceafed, we thould deny the Son, asthey do,
for none knows the Father bnt the Son, and heto whom the '
Sonreveals him, and fo we deny thofe to know any thing of
Chrift, or to be fent of Chrift, which deny theSon, and deny
revelations ; forthe Apoftle, which wasa Minifter of God,he
was not a Minifter of Chrift, till the Son was revealed in him,
andthen he Preached him,and Preached the Kingdom of God,
fo all who deny Revelations, deny the Son and the Father
both, and live in their imaginations of the letter: And che Apo-
ftle exhortsthe Saints co havethe loins of cheir minds girded
up, and hope to the end,for the grace that was to be brought to
them at the revelation of Tefus Chrift ; now he was a Minifter,
and did exhort to wait for the revelation of lefus Chrift: buc
now, thou that denies revelations, doft declare thy felf openly
to be noMinifter,and raceth thy (dif out from among the Mint-
fters. of Chrift, and thou goeft in the wayes of Cuin, thou
art raced out from Abel, forin thy heart lodgeth, perfecution,
and thy mouth utters it, and thy hand a&sit. . And youthat
fpeak a Divination of your own heart, art raced out from them
who fpeak from the meuch.of the Lord, for the Propliets,of che
Lord crved out ever againtt fuch, and fo they do now : and ye
that feek for gain from your ‘quarter; are they thacare raced
out
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out from the trae Prophets of G?)d;they cryed out againgt you,
and the fame light cryes out againft you now, otherwifs the
Prophets fhould be made of none effe&, for they fpoke forth
freely,and fo.they do now that fpeak forth the fameligh; the
lightis free which hath enlightned every one that comsinco the
world ; thou that hates it,has learned ehy condemnation; it lecs
thee fee all the evil deeds of thy heart. And the Gofpelis free
to every creature, not to be bought and fold for money : Ol
fhameicfs men, that tell peoplethe letteris the word, and buy

~and fell it for money, which is but a declaration ofthe word,
and the grace is free, which hath appeared to all men, whichis
the Saints teacher, and you need not have any teacher if you
own the grace, which fhews your nogodlinefs and worldly
lufts: this grace will teach you'to deny it,and the light whicb
hath enfightned every one that comes into the worldg , there’s
every one of your condemations in particular that hatesit; and
there’s every one of yourteachers. that loves it, whichisbut
one,20d will open all the Figures andthe Parables, and Types
to you : and waitingin it, it will guide youto God, there is
-ourteacher, there is your condemnation: every oneof you
fhall eternally witnefs me , to that which exercifeth your con-
fciences d0 T fpeak, for new the mighty day of the Lordis
comming, meet him, by putting off your works of darkneffe.
Geod that made the world, and all thing;iu it.dwelsnot in
Temples made with hands, neither will be worfhipped with
mens inventions : but [frac/, when he had forgotten his Maker,
builded Temples ; and Judsb builded fenced Cities ¢ but the
Lord will fend a fire to devour them, and all your Songs fhall
be turned into Mourning, the Mouth of the Lord hath fpoken
is. Oh then, all ye that profeffe, fce that you poflefic, and
profefsno more than younare. G.F
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
